4.  Entrants who qualify at away races (Phakisa, Cape Town, Port Elizabeth and East London) are awarded an additional 10
points each.

5.  One point each is awarded at an event for the driver who qualifies on pole position, and the driver who does the fastest lap
during the event.

6. In order to have points awarded, all drivers, including co-drivers, must be members of the VSP Racing Association

7. In additon to the National Overall champion at the end of the season, the Association will award internal championships in
the Sprint, Enduro and Veteran categories.
Veterans are drivers over a certain age, and are distinguished by their names and numbers being green on white.
